Dear Parents & Caregivers, 

Attendance 

The Department has recently updated its Attendance Policy.  
Essential information for families includes: 

 Attendance at school is a legal obligation for all students 
who are enrolled, regardless of their age. 

 Parents & carers are required to explain all absences of 
their children from school promptly and within seven 
school days to the school.  

 An explanation for absence must be provided to the 
school within 7 days of the first day of any absence. 

 Leave will not be approved for family holidays in term 
time. 

 Personal appointments are encouraged to be organised 
outside of school hours. 

 Students should be at school all day, every day.

This will not affect 
any current staff this year as the school has budgeted to pay 
the shortfall for 2015 and maintain all established classes. We 
will be proactive in seeking new enrolments to our unique & 
wonderful school throughout the year.
